Warwick RO charges around £5.50 per day for you to take your camera.  For this you may do as many pictures as you  like.  

I was horrified last summer whe n I went into Coventry Archives  expecting to pay the same.  They had put up their charges 

to £3 PER FRAME.  As each document would have needed about 3 photographs (just in case) I opted for 8 photocopies which 

cost me £16.00.

The baptism Register for Wroxton, a small village in Oxfordshire, near to the Warwickshire border, shows that Peter was baptised on 
29th July 1823 the son of John Gray and his wife Mary Ann.  There were other children born to the couple also baptised at Wroxton.

ARMY SERVICE 

In 1845 Peter joined the 9th Lancers a cavalry regiment and part of the British Army and saw service in one of the most important 
conflicts of the Victorian Era.  Almost all of his time with the regiment was spent in India.

When a soldier had taken part in one or more battles, his medal would have the first battle inscribed on the reverse side of the 
medal and the remaining battles on clasps on the ribbon 
 
Records.  
The Army Service papers have been checked at the National Archives at Kew; however there are no papers for Peter.  However, The 
Muster Rolls/Pay Lists for the 9th Lancers does show details his military career.  These Rolls are made up of 12 vols. (TNA reference 
number WO 12/ 392 to 904) 1845 ς 1860.  
 
Research Note.   These Rolls can be tedious; however you cannot afford to miss out any of the years that may well be the page 
where changes have been made, so plod on.

January 4th Unit moved ς The 9th fought their last action of the war.  The Mutiny was now over.  The regiment was on its way home.  
In 4 Months it moved via Lucknow and Cawnpore, where it handed over its horses to other units and bade farewell to 147 of its Rank 
& File who had volunteered to transfer to other regiments and stay in India.

The regiment reached Scotland on 1st May after a stormy passage in September.  Heavy gales greeted them as they rounded the 
Cape of Good Hope. Six men died during the 5 month voyage they dropped down the river to a 21 gun salute from Fort William, to

From first to last it had marched over 3000 miles and alone in India had been present at a three military episodes of the war. 
 
They moved on to Exeter where in October, the regiment was assembled at Exeter with strength of 434 other ranks.

In 1936 Winifred married Stanley H. Bachelor, they had two children  
 
After they married, Winifred and Stan lived in Hartland, Avenue, and then Cambridge Street.   
 
Stan was unable to join the forces due to deafness so joined the voluntary wartime Fire Service.  This work was done as well as a full 
time job. 
 
The night of the Coventry Blitz was busy and Stan was on obviously out in the city dealing with fire, injured people and bomb 
damage  
 
 
Winifred, alone with her baby daughter, was in the Anderson Shelter in the garden of the house in Cambridge Street.   
Their house got a direct hit and was completely destroyed.  They were lucky to escape with their lives and were rescued the next 
day.  
 
 
Coventry Hospital been badly damaged by enemy action in November 1940, so ²ƛƴƛŦǊŜŘΩǎ second child was born in 1941 in 
Leamington. 
 
 
Eventually they were re-housed in Stockton Road, a house owned by {ǘŀƴΩǎ employer, The London Laundry. 
 
 
Stan died in 1974 at Stockton Road.  Quite recently (2009) Winifred moved into sheltered accommodation ς she had lived in 
Stockton Road for 64 years.
